What's new in Gocad

Since our last Gocad Mining User’s Meeting we have
added more functionality and tools to Gocad, both
small and large.

This session will introduce you to these tools with
particular focus on the all-new 2D Sections and
Interpretation tool . Within a workflow create
interpretation sections in Gocad, defining their
orientation, separation, projection distance and
display template.

Easy and rapid geological interpretation will then be
conducted directly in the 3D camera.

Rapid modelling and implicit modelling using Gocad and SKUA

This hands-on session is designed to introduce SKUA, GOCAD's new geological rule-based 3D
implicit modelling environment. The session will start with a review of the modelling
philosophy and the data management guidelines associated with the technology.

Attendees will work through examples related to different mining applications and will also
investigate the behavior of the algorithms when dealing with either data-rich (brownfield
scale) or sparse (regional scale) data modelling scenarios.

Finally, this workshop also includes a first look at the SKUA 3D geologic grid, the optimal grid
geometry for geostatistical modelling in deformed and faulted geological environments.
